Dollars & Sense is 
curated by Bernard Stote.  
 
"Dollars & Sense is an artistic stimulus package," said Stote, a New York City-
based artist and designer who has produced several exhibitions and special sale 
events at Fountain Gallery. Continued Stote, “This show provides an opportunity 
for experienced collectors and first-time buyers alike to purchase original works 
of art by more than 50 artists at exceptionally attractive prices.”
